Matsyshyna I. V. "Those who come to smile, remain to pray": the theory of convergence of protests

The study of the concept of collective action involves the use of various theories relating to social activism.
Among the works of scholars who study social activism in a political context, the most common are
"infection theory", "convergence theory", "norm theory", "political protest theory", "value growth theory"
and more. The key assumption that unites all of these theories is that protest can affect both public
opinion and political change. This means that the protest provides important information for the public to
adapt their preferences. This mechanism is that the protests affect outside observers — people who do not
attend such protests, but watch them. This article proposes to turn to the theory of convergence and
consider its theoretical research. This will help to identify the reasons for the emergence of protest
groups, as well as to understand convergence policy as a political strategy. It is important to understand
the links not only between protesters but also those who oppose them.

Theoretical intelligence shows that collective behavior, where there are people with similar desires,
attitudes, goals, is able to influence change. Social cohesion, high level of belief system, normative
behavior, charisma of leaders have their influence in the context of contextual variation. Which is
measured by the protest field. And at a time when the question of divergence is increasingly being raised

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as a challenge to globalization processes, it is convergence that is driving the question of the threat

to common values or the loss of common interests.

Thus, both the contagion theory and the suggestion theory indicate that the actions of crowd members
are not rationally controlled because the thought process in the crowd is used situationally and
emotionally. At the same time, the thinking of the individual in the crowd takes the form of
rationalization, sophisticated phrases, intolerance and accusations, often aggressive reactions that hide
the true selfish nature of the motives at work. "Fighting" in the crowd’s sense requires fighting someone.
There must be an enemy. Mob violence is partly explained by social facilitation combined with abdication
of individual responsibility. Morality and self-restraint are acquired through the approval or disapproval
of society.

Uzun Y.V. Polymorphization of the political space: structural analysis of systems

The relevance of the study of the process of polymorphism of the political space is due to the complication
of structures and relations of multi-level territorial and political systems (TPS) as a result of the global
policy trend of decentralization of national entities, an adaptation of territorial and political systems of the
sub-national level to the standards put forward by supranational systems similar to the EU, as well as the
practice of asymmetric multi-level management and polycentric governance. Spatial revolution in
theoretical and methodological approaches of the late 60s of the 20th century. demonstrated the
rejection of methodological nationalism and the relevance of the scientific and theoretical justification of
the construction of political space in the conditions of globalization, regionalization, and
deterritorialization of political relations. On the one hand, the basic concept of the territorial and political
process — "territorial ownership" was transformed into the concept of "spatial development and
planning", which confirmed the tendency to distinguish territorial and political processes, including
through the formation of a global political and informational space and electronic political technologies.
From the second dock, the development of the complex territorial-political system of the EU
demonstrated the implementation of the ideas of the reconstruction of large spaces, the model of the
implementation of the spatial development strategy in the conditions of the deterritorialization of the
political process and the decentralization of territorial-political systems. The process of reconstruction of
the political space is accompanied by the formation of new political actors, their institutionalization as
territorial and political systems, the restructuring of national systems, and the development of the region
as a modular unit of the restructuring of the TPS.

Pavlyuh M. V., The image of a citizen woman in Natala Kobrynska’s almanacs

The history of the publication of N. Kobrynska’s almanacs has been studied. Women’s almanacs as the first
stage of development of women’s press in Galicia are singled out. Women’s Almanacs are the first
periodicals (with indefinite periodicals) in which the ideas of emancipation were spread. The relevance of
the topic of the scientific article is due to modern political science, gender and national studies of
women’s movements in European countries, including the Ukrainian women’s movement, which began in
Stanislavov and developed in Lviv, Eastern Galicia and became part of the general liberation movement of
the Ukrainian nation. The aim of the article is to analyze the issues, in particular civil issues, in
distinguishing the image of a woman-citizen on the pages of Natalia Kobrynska’s women’s almanacs. The
study of the main issues of almanacs is important to clarify the conscious paradigms of the Ukrainian
women’s movement, the value concepts of Ukrainian women’s periodicals with a political character, the
transformation of views on the political role of women in traditional society, political equality and its
participation in public life. almanacs.

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The scientific article analyzes negative stereotypes about the traditional role of women in public life on
the example of comparing negative stereotypes about «backward, indifferent, dark» women who are not
engaged in their self-education.

N. Kobrynska’s women’s almanacs promote: women’s education, self-education, creative realization of a
woman as a person. The traditional formula for Ukrainian women in society, which has been reduced to
marriage and the birth of children, has been criticized for being superficial. The publication broadly
discusses the topic of equality of work and pay for men and women, the opportunity to earn a decent
living and be protected in society from prejudice.

Research methods. The study used a set of general and special methods: the method of conceptual
analysis in determining the directions of the Ukrainian women’s movement; thematic analysis in
determining the main topics of women’s almanacs; synthesis in the study of methods and forms of
struggle of active women for their political rights. Results and conclusions. The active political role of the
Ukrainian woman-citizen and the popularization of political equality, economic independence - a
conscious concept of women’s almanacs N. Kobrynska.

Dyachenko O. V., Main models of political communication and their manifestations in the modern era

It is noted that the concept of social communication is quite important and influential in modern society,
determining its type and form of power relations. It has been proven that information and communication
technologies are changing during transformational changes in all spheres of human life, traditional mass
media are being replaced by so-called social media. In the modern era, this form of political
communication has become the most popular means of conveying information to the population.

The main platform for creating new socio-political communications is currently provided by the Internet,
virtual reality of which has unlimited opportunities for this process.

The main features of democratic and totalitarian models of political communication, which possess a large
number of various language tools, are substantiated.

Manifestations of the manipulative nature of public speech, which is present in the totalitarian model

of political communication, are identified. It is shown that such types of rationality were formed during
the Soviet times, which, together with the value priorities that were formed earlier, changed the political
discourse under the old regime to a state of «clinical» monologism. Important socio-economic events and
political decisions became tools of propaganda.

The phenomenon of simulation of democratic governance, which was the most widespread in political life
in the so-called post-communist period, is substantiated.The practice of «double morality» has become

a characteristic feature of the Soviet-style public consciousness and the system of «internal censorship»,
which is one of the elements of such consciousness. It was concluded that political discourse under such
conditions is practically impossible.

It was determined that public dialogue in post-communist countries is largely distorted by totalitarian
values and traditions of totalitarian political language. This greatly complicates the process of transition
to a democratic political discourse, which is one of the sources of legitimacy of the institutions

of a developed civil society.

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A new wave of military invasion of Russia to Ukraine in 2022 became the event that significantly changed
the European political and legal landscape as well as impacted economic and cultural life in all European
countries and the EU in general in context of perspectives of the EU — Ukraine relations. Therefore,

an issue of the Ukrainian crime and corresponding crime prevention policy is to be included in the agenda
of the EU — Ukraine relations both for the short and long-term perspective.

Consequently, this article is focused on further analysis of crime rates in Ukraine in the light

of corresponding crime statistics for the period of January 2013 — August 2022 being based on official data
from the Office of General Prosecutor.

The article is a continuation of the author’s research focused on crime rates in Ukraine in wartime period and
impacts of the 2022 period of the Russian aggression against Ukraine on the Ukrainian criminal justice system.
Having summarized up presented above ideas, we have come to the following conclusions that reflect
the state of things within the wartime Ukrainian criminal justice system.

Crime statistics for August 2022 proved our previous preliminary conclusions of the subject of crime
trends in Ukraine. It was August 2022 that changed the general picture of the crime trends in Ukraine.
Firstly, it concerns with crimes committed with the use of firearms and explosives. Our fears that
“saturation” the Ukrainian society with firearms would lead to increasing criminality seem to have
grounds. More grounded conclusions will be drawn later, at least based on crime statistics for the period
of 9 months of 2022. Nevertheless, already demonstrated increase in crimes with the use of firearms and
explosives put on the agenda an issue of safety and security.

Much more interesting issue is one of drug-related offences in Ukraine. It is surprising that the 2022 Russian
invasion to Ukraine has not ‘cut’ crime trends in the area of illegal possession and use of drugs. In contrast,
official data demonstrate that the wartime period is associated with increasing of drug-related crimes

in Ukraine.

As far military crimes and war crimes are concerned, corresponding crime rates are expectedly rising

in the light of the continuous aggression of Russia against Ukraine.

General conclusion on the crime trends in Ukraine is concerned with the fact that both criminality

and law-enforcement bodies as well as citizen have become adapted to conditions and restriction

of the wartime period.

Introduction

As we previously noted, a new wave of military invasion of Russia to Ukraine in 2022 became the event that
significantly changed the European political and legal landscape as well as impacted economic and cultural life in all
European countries and the EU in general in context of perspectives of the EU — Ukraine relations.

Therefore, an issue of the Ukrainian crime and corresponding crime prevention policy is to be included in the
agenda of the EU — Ukraine relations both for the short and long-term perspective.

Consequently, this article is focused on further analysis of crime rates in Ukraine in the light of corresponding
crime statistics for the period of January 2013 — August 2022 being based on official data from the Office of General
Prosecutor.

The article is a continuation of the author’s research focused on crime rates in Ukraine in wartime period and
impacts of the 2022 period of the War on the criminal justice system of Ukraine.

General picture

According to official data from the Office of General Prosecutor, 244801 crimes have been committed
in Ukraine for eight months of 2022 with corresponding opening criminal proceedings. At the same time, concrete
suspects had been found in 80378 criminal proceedings.

The number of crimes committed for the period of eight months 2021 was approximately the same as with
a period of eight months of 2022 — 247401 crimes. The only difference is that the number of criminal proceedings
with concrete suspects in 2021 was much bigger — 114919 criminal proceedings (Figure 1).

The number of crimes committed in August 2022 was the biggest as compared with the rest of months of 2022.
What is important is that the number of crimes committed in July and August 2022 was even bigger that those
committed in pre-war months (January — February 2022) (Figure 2).

The total number of crimes committed in Ukraine for the period of eight months of 2022, which is presented
in the Figure 3 below, demonstrates that total crime rate has increased after the 2022 Russian military aggression.
As previously, three basis conclusions concerning the Ukrainian criminality for the last nine years could be drawn
from presented data:

1) having more or less stable total crime rate during 2013 — 2016, there had been a stable and permanent
decrease from 2016 until the 2022 Russian invasion started;

2) having stable total crime detection rate during 2013 — 2021, there had been a rapid decrease of total crime
detection rate from the beginning of the 2022 Russian invasion;

3) from the middle of 2022, the crime rates started growing again that proves a thesis that criminality had
adapted to the wartime conditions (Figure 3).

A facultative conclusion that could be drawn is that a ratio between committed crimes and detected suspects
has a stable trend towards decreasing until the 2022 Russian invasion (Figure 4).

The 2016 indicator (3,71), which was an exclusion from the general rule, could be partly explained with
instability of political institutions after the 2014 Revolution and with a reform of the National Police Service
of Ukraine where the new police force came into force in 2015.

General conclusion is that the 2022 Russian military invasion to Ukraine deeply influenced the Ukrainian
criminal justice system and undermined its institutions.

Crimes against human life and health

For the period of eight months of 2022, 29603 crimes against human life and health were committed in Ukraine.

Again, we can observe how the 2022 Russian invasion to Ukraine “cut” the number of crimes against human
life and health in March 2022 because of the mentioned above reasons.

Nevertheless, in July 2022, the number of crimes against human life and health, previously dropped in March
2022, has reached the level of January (Figure 5).

A special attention should be paid to the statistics on intentional homicides where, as it was stressed earlier,
number of homicides committed by Russian soldiers and officers was partly incorporated into general number of all
crimes of the same type.

At the same time, having approximately the same number of suspects for the 8 months of each year (2021 and
2022) , we can point at the fact that every 4th criminal was detected having committed this gravy crime for the period
of eight months of 2021. In contrast, only every 17th criminal was detected for the period of 8 months 2022 what
demonstrates the weakness of the national criminal justice system in the wartime (Figure 6).

Minor crimes against human health

Here, we present crime statistics of all minor crimes against human health committed in 2013 — 2022 (statistics
of 2020 - 2022 includes data on minor crimes and minor offences against health, according to Article 12
of the Criminal Code of Ukraine (“Classification of criminal offences ")) (Figure 7).

Comparison of the crime rates for eight months of 2021 and 2022 demonstrates that during the wartime the
Ukrainian criminal justice system factually has been ignoring minor crimes and offences against human health in the
light of more serios dangers for citizen and challenges for the State (Figure 8).

Zero registered minor crimes and minor offences against human health in March 2022 proves more than
persuasively the priorities of the Ukrainian criminal justice system during the first months of the 2022 Russian
invasion (Figure 9).

Crimes of forcible disappearance

At the same time, the number of crimes against will, honor and dignity of a person has increased significantly.

The increase can be explained by a broader use of Article 146-1 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine (“Forcible
disappearance™). In 2022 (first eight months), 1112 offenses were recorded, compared to 56 crimes in 2021 (the whole
year) and 69 crimes in 2020 (the whole year).
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The crime statistics show that starting from April 2022, up to 400 crimes of forcible disappearance is registered
in Ukraine every month (Figure 10).

Drug-related crimes

Situation with drug-related crimes partly has refuted shaped before thesis that the 2022 Russian military
invasion to Ukraine “cut” crime statistics.

Such a situation is explained quiet easily: drugs are another matter and a big business for policemen (Figure

11).

Moreover, the 2022 crime statistics show that the number of drug-related crimes for the period of wartime eight
months of 2022 appears even bigger than the number of the same crimes for the whole relatively ‘peacetime’ 2015 or
2016.

Moreover, we can expect that the number of drug-related crimes in 2022 could be bigger for the period of the
last 10 years (Figure 12).

Offenses against of military service (Military crimes)

Expectedly, the number of crimes against of military service (military crimes) also increased significantly.
The increase was due to purely wartime Articles of the Criminal Code of Ukraine — Article 407 (“Abandoning
a military unit or place of service”), Article 408 (“Desertion”) and Article 402 of the Criminal Code (“Disobedience”).

For example, for the period of eight months of 2022, 6998 military crimes had been registered in the Office
of General Prosecutor.

The Figure 14 shows that increasing of the personnel of the Military Forces of Ukraine expectedly led
to increasing of crimes committed by Ukrainian military officers and soldiers (Figure 14).

A special stress is paid to number of crimes of absence without leave from a military unit or place of service
(Article 407 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine). The main conclusion is that the number of registered crimes has
increased (although not significantly, see the data, for example, of 2015) parallel to the decrease of identified suspects
(Figure 15).

Partly the same could be said about more gravy crime — desertion (Article 408 of the Criminal Code of
Ukraine) where the number of mention crimes has increased.

On the other hand, the period of eight months of 2022 shows a very interesting trend concerned with a law
level of giving of notes of suspicion to concrete suspects. For example, in 2014, a ratio between registered crimes and
suspects was 1,4. In 2015, the same ration was 1,1. As far as the first eight month of 2022 is concerned, the same ratio
was 11,6 (Figure 16).

No fewer interesting conclusions could be drawn from the use of Article 426-1 (Excess of power or official
authority by a military official). While in 2016, 65 crimes had been registered with 17 suspects, in 2022 we can
observe increasing distance between number of crimes (Figure 17).

Crimes Committed with Firearms
While analyzing crimes committed with the use of firearms, it could be expected that crime rates resulted from

illegal use of firearms would extremely be rising after February 2022.
Nevertheless, the official crime statistics from the Office of General Prosecutor partly refutes such a

presumption.
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Yes, it is obvious that the number of crimes committed with weapons has seriously risen for the eight months
of 2022 comparing even with the whole year of 2021 (Figure 21).

On the other hand, the Ukrainian history knows examples when number of crimes with weapons was higher
even in peacetime (2014, 2015) (Figure 22).

Official crime statistics from the Office of General Prosecutor had not proved the hypothesis that ‘saturation’
of the Ukrainian society with firearms during the first days of the 2022 Russian invasion would lead to increase
of number of crimes concerned with illegal use of firearms until August 2022.

In contrast, crime statistics for August 2022 have demonstrated a rapid increase of crimes committed with
the use of firearms (Figure 23, Figure 24, Figure 25, Figure 26, Figure 27, Figure 28, Figure 29, Figure 30).

Crimes against Peace, Security of Mankind and International Legal order (War Crimes)

According to official data of the Office of General Prosecutor, as of the end of August 2022, the Ukrainian
authorities are investigating 31307 cases of suspected war crimes committed after Russia’s full-scale invasion
of Ukraine on February 24, 2022.

That means that after the 2022 Russian full-scale invasion more that 5000 war crimes are registered in Ukraine
every month (Figure 31).

Sex Crimes

As crime statistics show, the wartime has impacted the crime rates concerned with sex crimes in Ukraine.
Yes, it is obvious that data for the period of eight months 2022 show a decrease in sex crimes (Figure 32,
Figure 33, Figure 34).

Nevertheless, every month from the beginning of the 2002 Russian invasion to Ukraine demonstrates
an increase in family violence crimes (Figure 39).

Hooliganism

No less interesting for the aims of the analysis of the criminological situation in Ukraine is the crime of
hooliganism (according to Article 296 Criminal Code of Ukraine — a serious disturbance of the public order based on
motives of explicit disrespect to community in a most outrageous or exceptionally cynical manner) which can be used
as an example of impacts of harsh wartime restrictions with curfews, military and the police patrols as well as
roadblocks on normal social life.

Generally concluding, crimes of hooliganism had had a permanent trend to decreasing for the last nine years
where the 2021 restrictions resulted from the COVID pandemic should be also noted.

In 2022, a particular decrease of acts of hooliganism should be considered as a result of the next Russian
military invasion. If in 2021 crimes of hooliganism were widely prevented by closing public spaces (shopping centres,
cinemas, public transport etc.), the COVID pandemic was almost ‘forgotten’ by general population in the beginning

of 2022. Accordingly, the end of February 2022 has led to harsher physical restrictions of possible actions aimed
at violation of public order (Figure 40).

On the other hand, number of crimes of hooliganism almost disappeared from social life in February — March
2022, appeared again in April 2022 with a trend to increasing. Correspondingly, such a trend should be considered
an indicator of conditional stabilization of social life in Ukraine mostly in areas far from the frontline (Figure 41).

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The Prison System and Probation

The Ukrainian prison system appeared not ready to Russian invasion; prison administrations affected by the
war were not ready to face military aggression. Thus, the evacuation of prisoners had led to violations of the prison
regime, torture, inhuman treatment and violation of private and family life due to tensions between staff and prisoners.

Nevertheless, the Ukrainian prison system did not face the increased number of prison riots and other forms of
illegal actions aimed at disorganization of corrections in 2022: one crime of mentioned type was registered in
February 2022 and one crime was registered in July 2022 where no suspects were found in both cases.

A comparative analysis of numbers of this type of crime committed in previous years can prove that enough
restrictive measures implemented by prison administration during the wartime led to decrease of any similar illegal
actions (Figure 42).

Obviously, the chaos of the first days of the Russian invasion affected the prison system to a large extent what
caused the bigger number of escapes of prisoners from different types of prison establishments (Figure 43).

Conclusions

Having summarized up presented above ideas, we have come to the following conclusions that reflect the state
of things within the wartime Ukrainian criminal justice system.

Crime statistics for August 2022 supported to a large extent our previous preliminary conclusions of the subject
of crime trends in Ukraine.

It was August 2022 that changed the general picture of the crime trends in Ukraine.

Firstly, it concerns with crimes committed with the use of firearms and explosives. Our preliminary fears that
“saturation” the Ukrainian society with firearms and explosives would lead to increasing criminality seem to have
grounds. More grounded conclusions will be drawn later, at least based on crime statistics for the period of 9 months
of 2022. Nevertheless, already demonstrated increase in crimes with the use of firearms and explosives put on the
agenda an issue of safety and security in the Ukrainian society.

Much more interesting issue is one of drug-related offences in Ukraine. It is surprising that the 2022 Russian
invasion to Ukraine has not ‘cut’ crime trends in the area of illegal possession and use of drugs. In contrast, official
data demonstrate that the wartime period is associated with increasing of drug-related crimes.

As far military crimes and war crimes are concerned, corresponding crime rates are expectedly rising
in the light of the continuous aggression of Russia against Ukraine.

General conclusion on the crime trends in Ukraine is concerned with the fact that both criminality
and law-enforcement bodies as well as citizen have become adapted to conditions and restriction
of the wartime period.
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During the coronavirus pandemic, numerous restrictions on human rights and civil freedoms began to be
introduced in all European Union countries. As a result, the number of assemblies and protests during
which citizens expressed their dissatisfaction with ongoing democratic backsliding, inefficient public health
service, and poor crisis management increased significantly. The lack of acceptance for subsequent legal
solutions has also been repeatedly emphasized, looking for a tool of oppression instead of concern for
health. However, over the months, the number of infections has increased significantly, which has forced
governments to make decisions that would induce people to vaccinate against COVID-19. As a result, anti-
vaccine movements have become active, which can be described as new pandemic-induced social movements.
Bulgaria was for a long time at the forefront of countries where the percentage of vaccinated was the lowest,
so when the so-called Green Certificate was introduced, anti-vaxxers gathered in front of the Bulgarian
parliament. The protest took place at a time when the infection record was reached. The first aim of this
article is to trace the dynamics of protest group’s development related to the introduction of mandatory
vaccination on the example of the assembly that took place on the day of the highest increase in infections
in January 2022. The second aim is to determine the intended and unintended consequences of this
development. The study used the analysis of sources, focusing primarily on reports from global news portals.
On the example of this protest, several dimensions of the movement’s activity can be distinguished, which
allow us to see the dynamics of this group. During the assembly in front of the Bulgarian parliament, one
can distinguish activity in the symbolic, declarative, forceful and emotional dimensions.

On the basis of the European Convention on Human Rights, freedom of assembly includes both public and
private. There are no restrictions on the purpose of the gatherings, they can be political, religious, etc. However, it was
assumed that they must be peaceful, but accidental acts of violence in the course do not prejudge the loss of protection
by the assembly. The state also has a duty to protect those attending assemblies from possible violence by counter-
demonstrators. An interesting example in this regard is the case of the United Macedonian Organisation Ilinden and
Ivanov v. Bulgaria, where the Court ruled that the protection of the demonstrators was not sufficient. Among the
legitimate restrictions or prohibitions on gatherings, the interest of state or public security was indicated; the
protection of law enforcement and the prevention of crime; protection of health and morals; protection of the rights
and freedoms of others [4]. The right to peaceful assembly allows for the expression of the beliefs of a given
community and participation in shaping its reality, enables the exercise of individual freedom, can serve as a tool for
asserting other important rights, and failure to respect the freedom of peaceful assembly can mean repression [5].

Based on The European Civic Forum’s 2017-2018 report, Bulgaria found no serious threats, restrictions or
obstacles to the exercise of the right of assembly. Especially since not only the political environment was taken into
account, but also the legal and social one. It was noticed that in the autumn of 2018 there were protests with various
purposes almost every day. However, according to the organization, they should be treated in the case of this country
as a way to express the position of citizens on certain issues. In addition, on the basis of the observations carried out,
administrative and police staff provide the necessary assistance to citizens in exercising their right to freedom of
peaceful assembly [6].

The right of assembly in Bulgaria is regulated primarily in the Constitution, where Article 43 indicates that all
citizens shall have the right to peaceful and unarmed assembly for meetings and demonstrations [7]. This matter is
also regulated in the Law on Gatherings, Meetings and Manifestations [8], where it is also indicated that any citizens,
associations, political and other social organizations have right to organize gatherings, meetings and manifestations.
Article 3 indicates that citizens can express their opinions, attitudes and positions regarding matters of political,
economic, social, cultural and other nature through words, posters, models or in some other appropriate way.
Moreover, as Article 4 states, anybody cannot be prosecuted or punished for organizing and taking part in gatherings.

The period of the coronavirus pandemic was conducive to numerous gatherings, during which citizens expressed
their opposition or dissatisfaction with the implemented security measures and restrictions of the rights and freedoms
of the individual. Many researchers have pointed this out, including, for example, G. Cohen, B. G. Fortune [9],
M. Kowalewski [10], D. Mead [11], G. Pleyers [12] and others. Social discontent fast translated into civil disorder.

During the great crisis of public health, all European countries restricted freedom of assembly, but also
introduced the obligation to wear protective face masks. Initially, mainly indoors and public transport, then they were
also required from people outside. Assemblies during the entire pandemic period were banned or possible only to
a limited extent and sometimes after prior notification to the proper authorities. Despite these restrictions, citizens took
to the streets, violating the restrictions introduced and often leading to scuffles with the police.

Due to the increasing number of infections in subsequent countries, vaccination was encouraged in order to
protect citizens from the negative effects of the disease and reduce the number of infected. However, Bulgaria was still
at the forefront of countries with the lowest percentage of people vaccinated [13]. For this reason, the government
decided to introduce from October 21, 2021 the obligation to have a covid certificate (Green Certificate), which was
to confirm vaccination against COVID-19.

This caused discussions between opponents and supporters of vaccination and proposed preparations. There has
also been an activation of anti-vaccine movements, with the support of some political parties, including nationalist
ones [14]. Their numerous gatherings and marches through the streets of cities took place in most European countries.
Governments therefore decided to introduce various legal regulations, thanks to which it would be possible to exert
pressure on citizens to decide to vaccinate. One of them was the introduction of a covid passport, without which it was
difficult to travel or use various closed facilities or public transport.

The first aim of this article is to trace the dynamics of protest group’s development related to the introduction
of mandatory vaccination on the example of the assembly that took place on the day of the highest increase in
infections in January 2022 [15]. The second aim is to determine the intended and unintended consequences of this
development. The study used the analysis of sources, focusing primarily on reports from global news portals.

The analysis of the activity that took place before the Bulgarian Parliament is important from the point of view
of research on civil disorder and reflection on the causes of unexpected and unpredictable consequences, such as
violence against the police. So far, numerous publications by M. Skrzypek [17], K. Rezmer-Ptotka [18], P. Osiewicz
[19], J. Rak [20] and others have focused mainly on limiting the right to assembly by governments, which testified to
the processes of de-democratization. In this case, attention was paid to grassroots protests, how they unfolded, and
what their consequences were.

Police activity during coronavirus pandemic

Researchers see significant changes in the scope of police operation, their powers, and the crimes and
violations that occurred during the particular period of the pandemic. During cepol Research and Science Conference
in 2021 even discussed the role of the police in the times of the COVID-19 pandemic. On the basis of the participants’
speeches, Gorazd Mesk divided into five groups the most important topics related to police activities during
the pandemic and changes in crime. First of all, during academic discussions, changes in police training during the
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COVID-19 pandemic and after it were noticed. Mainly, the focus was on e-learning and its quality and the significant
burden on training providers. Secondly, there was a discussion on dealt with police management and organisation in a
crisis. In this case, attention was paid to dealing with fake news about police work and changing investigative
procedures, it was related to the threat to life. Thirdly, there was reflection on the mental health and safety of police
officers. Fourth, participants noticed that patterns of crime and problems related to criminal investigation had changed.
During the pandemic, cybercrime has increased significantly. Fifthly and most importantly from the point of view of
this article, the conference discussed everyday policing, especially the interventions in public disorder and those in
policing public demonstrations held against governments, their decisions regarding the COVID-19 restriction
measures [21]. When discussing civic activity during the pandemic and police activities, it is necessary to take into
account the problems and significant changes that the academic community has drawn attention to.

During the coronavirus pandemic, in Bulgaria, there have been many protests of various nature. On more than
one occasion, the police used force in connection with the actions of the protesters. Among the most important
assemblies during this period are i.e.: those related to the pressure of citizens for the Prime Minister and the Attorney
General to resign [22]; expressing opposition to the introduced restrictions for example protests restaurant and club
owners [23]. Regardless of the protesters’ demands, each time the police used coercive measures.

Before coronavirus pandemic in 2004, the so-called Code of Ethics for Officials of the Ministry of the Interior
with Police Functions was created in Bulgaria in connection with the Co-operation programme to strengthen the rule
of law. Part V stipulates that the police may use of force:

,»34. The police shall not abuse the rights given to it by the law to use physical power, auxiliary devices and
weapons. The police shall use physical power, auxiliary devices or weapons only in cases, provided by the law,
in case of unavoidable necessity, proportionate to the risk, and to a degree, which is necessary in order to
achieve a lawful goal.

85. The police on a crime scene is in the position to make an assessment whether to use physical power,
auxiliary devices or weapons, and to what extent.

86. The police uses physical power, auxiliary devices and weapons only as a last chance and stops using them
immediately after the necessity to use them has ceased to exist.

87. The police offers help immediately to persons, against whom physical power, auxiliary devices or weapons
were used, after the reasons for their use has ceased to exist and the purposes of their use were achieved.

88. Threatening with weapons, beyond the methods determined by professional rules of intervention, is
an example of irresponsible behavior by the police, which contradicts the principles of professional ethics” [24]

Moreover in Bulgaria the actions taken by the security services during the pandemic are mainly:
— use of pepper spray (this was the first time in the history of Bulgaria under Borisov) [25];

— use of water cannons [26];

— arrests of protesters [27];

— removing of anti-government tent towns of protesters [28];

— use of violence against protesters [29].

The activity of the security services did not differ significantly from the actions taken during previous
assemblies and protests.

Protests of the anti-vaccine movement in Bulgaria

The largest gathering took place in Sofia, the capital city of Bulgaria. Referring to the category of new social
movements created by Claus Offe, one can confirm that it meets all the criteria characteristic of them [30]. It is a
collective and spontaneous assembly with a specific goal, which is to put pressure on the government to abolish the
obligation to wear protective face masks and mandatory vaccinations. Furthermore, in the old social movements, it
was important to induce a general social change. In contrast, anti-vaxxers focus on a specific area, that is, making the
public aware of the effects of vaccination and preventing further vaccination. They do not believe in their
effectiveness but make effort to disrupt everyday life in a public sphere. Anti-vaxxer protests intensified significantly,
in all European countries, as further restrictions were introduced for the unvaccinated.

During the assembly in the Bulgarian capital, several dimensions of the activity undertaken by the protesters
can be distinguished:

— symbolic dimension, i.e waving national flags and singing patriotic songs [31],

— declarative dimension — mainly declarations of staying at the place of the assembly until their demands are
met (abolition of the obligation to vaccinate and wear protective face masks) [32],

— the dimension of force — first of all, attempts to break into the parliament, attacks on security services [33],

— emotional dimension — in this case it is mainly about spontaneous speeches of the participants of the
assembly, which cause strong emotions, e.g. ,,I studied biology for six years, so | know that the vaccines against
coronavirus aren’t vaccines at all! They’re experimental cocktails that contain a chip and things that destroy our
freedom. They’ re controlled by 5G systems. Nobody should get vaccinated!” [34].
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In the face of high tension, Bulgarian Prime Minister Kiril Petkov, who was in quarantine, joined the protesters,
appealing for calm and proposing a meeting with representatives of the movement to discuss their demands [35].
Nevertheless, it did not translate into a decrease in civil disorder.

During this protest, apart from the information about several injured police officers and a few arrests, none
of the reports raised the issue of other actions taken by the services.

Anti-vaccine movements have been forming and operating around the world for years and the Bulgarian
political scene is not an exception. In addition, in Bulgaria, after the last early elections of 2021, those movements
have their representation in parliament [36]. Note should be taken that the protest, which took place after the National
Assembly raised the issue of the green certificate, was organized by the pro-anti-vaxxer and ultranationalist
Vazrazhdane party (Revival) [37].

Conclusions

The protests that took place in front of the Bulgarian parliament revealed that citizens embodied their
opposition to mass vaccination with patriotism, the ability to influence the rulers, strong emotions, but also the threat
of violence and its use when other means failed. It can be pointed out that in the first stage, there was an intended
consequence and thus an effective organization of the protest. Despite restrictions, protest participants successfully
made claims in a public sphere. Violent clashes between police officers and protesters were unintended but inevitable.
Subsequently, it was possible to attract public attention, and the party initiating civil disorder strengthened its
legitimacy as a right representative of the people and was able to emphasize the support of citizens for its claims.
In addition, a conversation was established with the Prime Minister, i.e. a representative of the government. Thereby,
protesters won recognition for their protests. After the end of the protest, one can talk about achieving one more goal,
i.e. creating such a significant group that the party announced the organization of further anti-government protests.

In this way the protesters managed to achieve one main goal and attracted the attention of the world and the
government and the Vazrazhdane party announced further protests [38]. However they have failed to exert effective
pressure on the abolition of the green certificate.

The analysis revealed another trend, as anti-vaxxer protests took place not only in Bulgaria but also in other
Member States of the European Union It could be noted that in many of them they received political support from
nationalist groups. In France, for example, assemblies were held at the urging of presidential candidate Florian
Philipopot, one of the leaders of a French nationalist political party [39]. In Italy, Giorgia Meloni, the leader of a far-
right group, who is credited with influencing the undecided on vaccinations, has begun to gain in importance [40]. In
Germany, there have been seen examples of the use of the pandemic situation by far-right circles to identify
vaccination with the Nazi dictatorship [41]. These are just a few selected examples, but they indicate that it is not only
in Bulgaria that this movement has received support from politicians with nationalist views.

Over time, it turned out that even such a far-reaching interference with the rights and freedoms of citizens did
not fully achieve the expected results [42]. As a result, more and more countries have begun to abandon the obligation
to show covid passports in restaurants, at border crossings and elsewhere.

Chaltseva O. M. Public control as a type of public audit

The participation of citizens in the political process and the realisation of dialogue interaction between
the government and society are ensured by the implementation of such a public policy function as public
control, which refers to a special type of public audit.

Institutionalized practices of public control in democratic states represent a wide range of tools, which is
built primarily around the principles of transparency of public authorities and participation of society in its
work. Institutionalized forms of public control are: civil-public audit (ensures verification of the
accountability of public authorities, fulfillment of their organizational and functional obligations) and civil-
public expertise (a procedural and legal form of public control that provides analysis of state
administrative practice by determining its compliance with the interests of the public). All types of
activities of the public authorities (financial, political, legal) and the participants of the public process
themselves fall within the scope of public control.

Solving the problems of public control in political systems depends on the readiness of the state for an
open dialogue with society and appropriate response to the problems that need to be solved on the basis
of solidarity, subsidiarity and consensus.

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The institutionalization of public audit and public control in Ukraine is still at the stage of its
methodological, regulatory and practical design and formation. It is possible to distinguish some newly
created network institutionalized structures of public audit in the political space, first of all, these are
expert communities, public organizations, network structures created by the state initiative, that unite
analytical groups, government representatives, consultants, managers, etc.

Hedikova N. P. HR potential of representative bodies of local self-government of united territorial
communities of Odesa region in the new system of administrative and territorial organization

The article is devoted to the analysis of the deputy corps of the united territorial communities of the Odesa
region of the VIII convocation, which were formed in the new system of administrative and territorial
organization. Also, article is determinated of the prospects for the exercise of powers by the deputies

of the local council in connection with the suspension of the activities of certain political parties. The
author based his research on the analysis of the structure of the deputy corps according to political and
gender characteristics and the provision of deputy activity through the work of deputy permanent
commissions, factions and groups of representative bodies of local self-government at the basic level of
the Odesa region, using the example of three different levels of local councils of the VIII convocation —
Artsyz municipal the united territorial community of Bolhrad district, the Shabo village united territorial
community of Bilhorod-Dnistrovskyi district and the Tairovo village united territorial community of Odesa
district, which are newly created administrative units.

It was established that as a result of the 2020 local elections, representatives of the following political
forces received the largest representation in the deputies’ corps in the Artsyz Municipal Council, the
Shabo Village Council and the Tairovo Settlement Council by political affiliation: "For the Future",
"Opposition Platform — For Life", "Batkivshchyna". Also, the same political forces in the respective councils
ensured the largest representation of women among council deputies out of their total number. The
analysis of the permanent commissions of the three councils mentioned above showed that they have the
same number of them and are represented by the same number of deputies, namely 5 deputies each. It is
noted that in the permanent commissions, deputies from the political forces represented in the councils
are not always distributed proportionally, as far as possible, which can disturb the balance and realization
of their party interests and the interests of the voters of the united territorial communities. It was
determined that 2 deputy factions of political parties "For the Future" and "Opposition Platform — For Life
were created in the Artsyz Municipal Council; 3 deputy factions were created in the Shabo village council
of political parties "Sluha narodu", "For the future" and "Trust the works"; no parliamentary factions have
yet been created in the Tairovo village council, which does not violate the provisions of normative acts.

It is emphasized that candidates from the three above-mentioned parliamentary parties received the greatest
representation in these councils. At the same time, the political parties "Opposition Platform — For Life"
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and "For the Future", as well as a number of others, are recognized as pro-Russian in the normative and
procedural order, and their activities are prohibited on the territory of Ukraine. In connection with this the
question of the authority of the deputy of the local of the council, if he was elected from a political party
whose activity is prohibited, and the parliamentary faction formed by it in the local council remains open
and requires a separate normative and legal regulation.

Koch S. V., Political space of the hungarian nation: the resource of kindred diasporas

The article presents the process of reformatting the practices of national development through

an expanded interpretation of the endogenous political space of the national community. It is noted that
the EU spatial strategies have a significant impact on the revision of the priorities of regional development
of modern states, which, seeking to ensure the sustainable development of their own political systems,
turn to the socio-political capital of related foreign diasporas and border regions. In the context of the
spatial revolution and the recognition of the actual political space as a constructed system, the national-
political space acquires the characteristics of a flexible network system where new practices of national
cohesion are formed, which are not limited by the sovereign borders of the state.

An example of the transformation of the process of national cohesion in Hungary is presented, which
involves the incorporation of related foreign diasporas of Southern Slovakia, Transylvania, Vojvodina and
Transcarpathia into a single socio-political system without revision of state borders. The socio-political
development of Hungarian diasporas abroad is managed centrally through state institutions and
programs. On the example of the creation of an extensive network of Hungarian political parties and NGOs
within the socio-cultural spaces of the Hungarian diasporas, the process of building a system of
autonomous projects along the perimeter of the borders of Hungary is shown, through which it seeks to
modernize its own national doctrine by providing it with a transnational component.

Hungarian policy considers Hungarian communities as a resource that can provide a political transit for the
national doctrine, which provides a modern component of the ethno-national idea, and makes it possible
to respond to the spatial transformations of the EU.

Okunovska Yu. V. Cross-border cooperation with Ukraine in conditions of the war

The article studies the systemic support provided to the border regions in expanding cooperation in the
economic, educational, cultural, environmental and other fields. It is noted that European experience is
being transferred to the border regions of Ukraine. During the full-scale intervention of Russia into Ukraine,
the cross-border policy has changed the emphasis and focused regional projects on humanitarian support
and military issues. A number of European countries was analysed in the course of the study, namely,
Romania, Poland, Slovakia, Hungary and Moldova, which border Ukraine and provide various support to it.
The partnership as well as the geo-strategic significance of Ukraine and the bordering countries facilitate
the formation of a tandem of regional leaders in Central Europe that are able to confront the challenges
and threats of the changing international order. Poland and Romania actively support the implementation
of the Intermarium alliance, which will be a powerful step for Ukraine in strengthening its European
potential. Also, it is noted that Poland is actively supporting Ukraine in the energy sector, military-and-
defence, cross-border and customs cooperation, environmental policy, rebuilding of Ukraine as well as in
the issues of national memory.

Cross-border cooperation was studied through the prism of Ukrainian refugees. The article analyses

the number of Ukrainian citizens abroad as of March 7, 2022 and August 3, 2022. It determines the number
of Ukrainian citizens that have received the status of a refugee and have asked for shelter. The data on
crossing the border of partner countries has been processed. The article provides up-to-date information on
the situation in the border regions and indicates the number of people that have returned to Ukraine.

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In the article the authors analyze the retrospective aspects of the origin of Putinism in Russia, the essence
of Putinism and the dangers arising from it. The authors compare two variables — Putinism and Stalinism.
The authors assess a hypothesis that Putinism is a weak attempt to reincarnate Stalinism, which is
manifested in revisionism, territorial expansionism, clan rule, absence of the rule of law, persecution of
opponents, etc. The authors argued, that "Putinism" brought the dead bodies of journalists, civil activists,
politicians and ordinary citizens both in Russia and beyond its borders. At the same time "Putinism" has
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returned to Russian citizens the belief in a bright future and the great Russia of Soviet times. Those citizens
don’t matter that this bright future did not mean overcoming totalitarianism. Civility and defeated
totalitarianism did not bother the majority of the population. They only needed a bright and, at the same
time, rich future. These sentiments proved to be enough to create Putinism. In the paper authors stressed
that, despite everything, the vast majority of Russian citizens, including Russian liberals, who are fighting
against Putin’s regime and for the establishment of liberal values, at the same time, are not completely
free from imperialist consciousness. In the end, everyone comes to the same conclusion — the goal is
"Great Russia". Indeed, they do not like the "means", but they support the "goal". Kasparov, one of the
most decent people — "is going to protect Crimean Russians from the atrocities of the Ukrainian army".
The authors bring to light the question of the responsibility of Russian citizens in the creation of Putinism
and talks about the need to overcome imperialist consciousness on the part of Russian citizens, just as it
happened in Germany after the overthrow of fascism.

The term "Putinism" appeared in the Russian press on January 11, 2000, when Vladimir Putin had just started
to perform the duties of the head of the country. In an article published by Andrei Piontkovsky in the newspaper
"Sovetskaya Rossiya”, "Putinism" was defined as "the highest and final stage of thuggish capitalism ... when
democratic freedoms and human rights are denied ... the nation is “consolidated” around the hatred of some ethnic
group ... Freedom of speech is persecuted and the process of "brainwashing™ of the masses is underway... Russia is
isolated from the outside world and the process of economic degradation continues™ [1].

After Piontkovsky, many researchers became interested in the phenomenon of "Putinism". However,
"Putinism" in the broad sense appeared long before the beginning of Vladimir Putin’s rule. The peculiarity of Russian
history contributed to the formation of this phenomenon. Historically, Russia has always faced the dilemma of
creating a successful system of government that would be suited to a strong autocratic leader. Once left without a
strong hand, Russia always tended towards instability. The administration of the vast territory of this country was
much easier under a strong leader, given its unguarded borders, shrinking population, and internal structure. That is
why in the history of Russia, the era of prosperity always coincided with the arrival of a strong person as the head of
the country. Moreover, in the history of this country not a single example can be found that without an authoritarian
government, any significant, constructive transformation was carried out. We cannot remember any moment of visible
achievements in the history of Russia if it is not connected with a specific authoritarian political leader: Alexander
Nevel, Ivan the Terrible, Peter the First, Lenin, or Stalin. As soon as "weak" rulers appeared in this country, failure
and troubles came with them.

People created historical legends about Ivan the Terrible, Peter the Great and other autocrats, just to glorify
their personalities and confirm the goodness of a strong government. Historically, the people of this country have
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always sided with the leader, whether it would be Alexander Nevelli or Joseph Stalin. Along with the people, the
leaders always came against some middle class of society — boyars, nobility, officers, intelligentsia, etc. The leader in
Russia always "passed" directly to the masses. The idea of no need (or less need) for intermediate structures of society
was confirmed in people’s consciousness. In this way, a rectilinear relationship was formed: leader-mass without an
intermediate layer. This is the solid foundation of an authoritarian regime, although, as a rule, the process of changing
power has always been characterized by great chaos, which is called "Smut" in Russia. This is confirmed by the two
centuries of statistics of Russian history, during which 12 emperors of Russia were killed, and only 2 — Elizabeth and
Alexander I11 died of natural causes. 1. Peter | has been poisoned; 2. Catherine | has been poisoned; 3. Peter Il has
been frozen; 4. Anna, the daughter of John, has been poisoned; 5. John VI has been imprisoned at the age of 1 (as a
result of the coup d’état of Peter I’s daughter Elizabeth) and after 25 years of imprisonment has been shot by the order
of Catherine 1l; 6. Peter 11l has been strangled by the order of his wife Catherine II; 7. Catherine Il has been Killed
with a spear in the palace; 8. Paul I has been strangled by conspirators, among whom was his successor Alexander I; 9.
Alexander | has been lost during the journey; 10. Nicholas | disappeared without a trace (even his grave does not
exist); 11. Alexander Il has been blown up with a bomb by the "Narodovolets"; 12. Alexander 111 died of incessant
alcoholism (that is, his natural death, as we have already mentioned); 13. Nicholas Il has been shot with his whole
family in the Urals by the order of Lenin and Sverdlov [2.47].

The same thing happened again in 1924, after the death of Lenin when in the power struggle, Joseph Stalin
defeated all his rivals, led by Leon Trotsky, who has been killed after being expelled from the country. In 1953, after
Stalin’s death, Khrushchev and Lavrenti Beria opposed which ended with the death of the latter.

Over 10 years after the collapse of the Soviet Union, when Russia was in complete chaos — it lost its influence
on the satellite countries of Eastern and Central Europe and the former Soviet republics, which created a kind of buffer
around Russia when the bloody war raging in the North Caucasus threatened the final collapse of the Russian Empire,
and inflation in the country reached 84%, Vladimir Vladimirovich Putin came as the head of the government of the
Russian state. Putin, traditionally, like his political ancestors, has made a complete usurpation of power, where the
president is everything, and state institutions are practically non-existent. The government of the Russian Federation is
weak and powerless, and the parliament is a proxy. After Putin’s second four-year presidential term expired in 2008,
when he moved to the prime minister’s seat, constitutional amendments were passed that changed the presidential
term to six years instead of four, although the limit on serving two consecutive terms remained in place. In 2012, Putin
was elected for a third term, and in 2018 — for a fourth term, after which the limit of being elected twice "in a row"
expired, and again working on a new package of constitutional amendments has been begun, according to which the
previous terms of Putin’s presidency were simply "reduced to zero" and by 2024, Russians will elect Putin as if they
have never chosen him before. In this way, Vladimir Vladimirovich extended his power until 2036.

Nor is the existence of the "Silovik" (forces) clan, the main pillar of Putinism’s power, out of the context of
Russian history. The reins of political and financial power are in the hands of the "Silovics". Putin himself is a
"silovik™ and his espionage past is no secret to anyone. More than 20 main federal agencies of Russia are controlled by
siloviki. They are former employees of the Federal Security Service, militia, army, national guard and other law
enforcement agencies. Putin’s coming to power is often called a "Chekist coup"”, which means that at the time Boris
Yeltsin did not leave of his own free will, bringing Putin to power was a pre-planned operation, and the "Siloviks"
created his public image, which ultimately ended in an internal coup and Putin’s presidency.

The concentration of power in the hands of one person and the formation of the cult of Putin returned the
feeling of "pride™ and "dignity" to a part of Russian citizens, making them feel that the Kremlin is still strong and that
the Soviet Union can exist in some other form. At a certain stage, Putin’s rule had economic successes, which
strengthened this feeling even more. "Pride” and "dignity"”, in addition to the Russian citizen, were also regained by
the Russian state as well. It was able to occupy the territories of neighbouring countries, recognize some of them as
independent states, declare some of them as its own land, and only establish effective control over several of them.
The bureaucratic machine of the state and the media under the control of the Kremlin tried to present Putin as a
"national hero" who was able to "put Russia on its feet" and "return its dignity" after the collapse of the Soviet Union.
Attempts to glorify him sometimes go so far as to present the state and Putin as equivalent concepts.

According to many researchers, in the 21st century "Putinism" is a term with the same meaning as "Stalinism"
was in the 20th century. "Putinism" is largely nourished by its nostalgia and strives for its reincarnation. This manifests
itself in revisionism, territorial expansionism, clan rule, absence of the legal state, persecution of opponents, etc.
In foreign policy, "Putinism" actively romanticizes the Soviet past. In the prism of Putinism, the Soviet Union was the
strongest superpower that created a balance in the bipolar world and represented a worthy opponent for the West, and
primarily for the United States of America. Today, Putin is trying to partially correct the "greatest geopolitical catastrophe
of the 20th century", become an accountable power and create a new reality. Over the 22 years, a cult of personality
similar to "Stalinism" was gradually formed, which separated Russia from the civilized world for a long time.

In the popular French weekly magazine "L’express" under the title — "Putinism — a kleptocracy of thugs who
pretend to be civilized people™" an interview with Princeton University (USA) professor Steven Kotkin is published, in
which he compares Putin and Stalin and notes that Joseph Stalin belongs to the small group of despots who sow death, in
which, apart from him, Adolf Hitler and Mao Zedong are included. Compared to them, Vladimir Putin is a less important
figure. The intention to rebuild the Soviet Union is beyond his capabilities. Perhaps in Russia’s "pantheon of great men"
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he wanted to occupy a place between Joseph Stalin, Alexander the First and Peter the Great. Peter the Great defeated the
Swedish king Karl XII and obtained for Russia the "window to Europe" (exit to Europe through the Baltic Sea) and
turned the empire into the arbiter of European affairs; Alexander | defeated Napoleon Bonaparte and occupied Paris;
Joseph Stalin won over Reichsfiithrer Adolf Hitler and occupied Berlin. And Vladimir Putin will remain only the person
who invaded Ukraine and unsuccessfully tried to occupy Kyiv, killed many civilians, destroyed many historical
monuments and symbols of Slavic culture, which at the same time are symbols of Russian culture as well.

Vladimir Putin will be remembered for generations as a ruler who wanted Ukraine back under Russian
influence, but instead helped consolidate the Ukrainian nation and push them westward; The Russian president will be
remembered as the leader who wanted to break up NATO, but in the end, he strengthened the ranks of NATO and
revived the alliance in a way that has not been seen since the rule of Joseph Stalin; Vladimir Putin will enter the
history books as a leader who, by his actions, but at the same time against his will, questioned the stability of the
Russian state. Sure, he can present himself as a winner, but his mistakes will remain as mistakes, and he will always
have a reputation as a Killer [3].

In the era of Putin, although the power of the state has returned, the average Russian citizen has not received
much, not even the minimum standard of welfare — like the level of social guarantees and well-being that existed in
the Soviet era. He accepted only Soviet Union-like governance, violent state, clans, usurpation of power, censorship,
and the absence of human rights, persecution of opponents — Boris Nemtsov, the most active critic of the Kremlin, was
killed by the Kremlin walls on February 27, 2015; Alexei Navalny is still serving his sentence on absurd charges;
Various organizations are given the status of "foreign agents” and their activities are prohibited; Ex-agents who fled
the country (Litvinenko, Skripals) are persecuted, poisoned and killed. Russian media is almost completely usurped.
Russia is considered one of the most dangerous countries in the world for journalistic activity. In the first year of
coming to power, 19 journalists were killed in Russia, in total, under Putin’s rule — their number is counted in the
hundreds. One of the most high-profile cases was the murder of Anna Politkovskaya on October 7, 2006.
Significantly, not only weapons are used to Kill journalists, but also different types of poison.

Ultimately, "Putinism" brought the dead bodies of journalists, civil activists, politicians and ordinary citizens
both in Russia and beyond its borders. But at the same time, "Putinism" has returned Russian citizens the belief in a
bright future and the great Russia of Soviet times. It is okay that this bright future did not mean overcoming
totalitarianism. Civility and defeated totalitarianism did not bother the majority of the population. They only needed a
bright and, at the same time, rich future. These sentiments proved to be enough to create Putinism. Today, Putinism is
the only choice of Russian citizens, which is clearly seen in the assessment of the speaker of the State Duma,
Vyacheslav Volodin: "Today, when we look at the challenges and threats that the world is facing, oil and gas are not
our preference. As we have seen, the prices of both of them, oil and gas, could fall. Our priority is Mr Putin and we are
obliged to protect him." [1].

Unfortunately, the consciousness of the Russian statistician person has not changed even in the 21st century.

In May 2022, "Levadi Center" conducted a study to measure the "temperature of society" in Russia. Here is an
extract from the report: "Compared to last year, the number of respondents who notice fatigue, confusion, loneliness,
shame, fear and despair in themselves and other fellow citizens has decreased sharply. Thus, the number of those who
developed hope, self-confidence and pride, increased dramatically. In particular, 36% of Russian citizens are proud of
their people (last year — 17%), and 13% feel resentment (last year — 23%) [4].

Based on this, we can conclude that a significant part of Russian citizens like war, at least it seems to satisfy
them, and such brutality as happened in Bucha does not prevent them from "feeling proud of their people™.

In our opinion, it is very important to understand that, despite everything, the vast majority of Russian citizens,
including Russian liberals, who are fighting against Putin’s regime and for the establishment of liberal values, at the
same time, are not completely free from imperialist consciousness. In the end, everyone comes to the same
conclusion — the goal is "Great Russia". Indeed, they do not like the "means", but they support the "goal". Kasparov,
one of the most decent people — "is going to protect Crimean Russians from the atrocities of the Ukrainian army";
Khodorkovsky says in an interview after leaving prison that he is fighting to enslave Chechnya; Novgorodsev goes to
work on the Medvedchuk Canal; Latynina is going to build some "new Russia" in Ukraine. Journalist Luba Sobol
quotes Navalny, "Crimea is not a sandwich that can be returned" [5]. We can cite many such examples from the
history of Russian political thought.

Therefore, | believe that the main problem of Russia is its imperialism. The imperialist mentality is so deeply
rooted in all levels of the Russian psyche that it will take decades for Russia to turn into a friendly power for its
neighbours. Russian society must go through a long and difficult path of healing from imperialism, they must take
responsibility for the creation, support and promotion of Putinism, to be able to enter the ranks of civilized nations,
just as happened in the case of Germany. | completely agree with the assessment expressed in the letter written by
Stepan Bandera, a Ukrainian freedom fighter in 1950, where if we replace the word "Bolshevism" with "Putinism",
we get a psychological picture of modern Russia.

"This would not be possible, writes Bandera, — if the West had not accepted and propagated the illusion that the
Russian people and Bolshevik (Putinist) imperialism are two different things, that the Russian people, are not its
carriers, but are only victims, that the majority of the Russian people can be turned to the struggle against Bolshevism
(Putinism) as an ally of the West...
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There is only one Russia— imperialist, and it will be so until Russian imperialism (Putinism) is emptied,
broken, and the Russian people are not cured of it with the awareness that its imperialism brings the most trouble to
Russia, in the form of victims, suffering and decline. There is still a long way to go, now the Russian people are
obsessed with imperialism like never before." [5] — 72 years have passed since these words were written, and we see
that nothing has changed, it doesn’t matter whether it is tsarism or Nep, Leninism or Stalinism, communism or
Putinism — as long as the Russian people are carriers of the imperialist virus, they will always be its victims at the
same time. We should never think that totalitarianism is a thing of the past and will never happen again. Russian
totalitarianism, symbolized by Putinism, has not gone anywhere; When a person surrenders his freedom to someone
else or gives up his freedom for the sake of comfort when there is no personal development and the formation of
personal dignity, there will always be a chance of totalitarianism and the danger of the emergence of a new Putinism.

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Kamenchuk T.0O. Influence of the pandemic on world political order and assessment of possible
consequences

The article substantiates that the coronavirus pandemic, which arose almost 3 years ago, significantly
changed the world political order in general and its components, in particular. The purpose of the article is
to determine the impact of the pandemic on the world political process and to make relevant political
decisions regarding the fight against this phenomenon. The subject of the study is political measures and
certain political aspects, such as political representation, justification of adopted restrictive measures,
concentration of power and opposition statements, which have become an integral part of the fight
against the spread of the coronavirus infection. An analysis of political problems and trends that provoked
a sharp change in political direction at the regional and global level was made. To achieve the goal, a
complex of scientific research methods is used, which allowed to identify cause-and-effect relationships
and their consequences.

The results of the research show that the ambitions of some politicians allow us to compare the effects

of the coronavirus pandemic with the consequences of the Second World War, which leads to a distorted
perception of political actions, the concentration of power and, as a result, the suppression of democratic
principles, greater trust in authoritarian regimes, which is especially evident on the example of a number
of Asian and post-Soviet states, such as China, Azerbaijan, Russia, Kazakhstan, etc.It is shown that the role
of the opposition is one of the key ones in this context, as an example of which are the situations in the
Czech Republic and Italy, where the accumulation of dominant political power together with the prevailing
media representation led to a series of inconsistent decisions that cost the authorities thousands of
human lives. These aspects indicate that during the coronavirus crisis, states simply cannot afford to evade
political propaganda or hide their intentions behind populist slogans. The conclusions made in the work
correlate with the outcome of the political debate between the countries most affected by the coronavirus.
The need to protect national interests without waiting for possible consolidation from external strategic
partners becomes obvious.
